Chat Munjal: My name is Chat and I’m the president of BAP this year. If you don’t know what BAP is, we are the accounting and finance honors society on campus. We are a national club. Club Speaker Presentation:
Vernon: The very first speaker we are proposing is Paster Shon Davis. Pastor Shon Davis, otherwise known as Pastor Shon, is an African American Senior Pastor at Jesus Is the Answer City Church in Spokane Washington. Growing up in Compton California, Pastor Shon in his early teenage years was already experiencing the harsh difficulties of gang culture, drug dealing, losing family, and surviving gunshot wounds before he even turned 20. At 21, he made a huge decision to transition from gang life to follow God and would enter California State University at Dominguez Hills to study business. After graduating, he attended Aenon Bible College to study theology, and after graduating would travel to Spokane. In Spokane, he would begin Jesus Is the Answer Church in his own basement of his house in 1995 and would later relocate his service to Central United Methodist Church. In 1999, he bought a church building to continue his service. As of today, Pastor Shon has partnered with Spokane Public Schools, Spokane Police Department, and many more to advocate and push for teens to stay away from a lifestyle of gang activity, and to provide teens with safe havens to keep them away from these dangerous ways of living.
​For the event, I as the Black Student Union President will be asking Pastor Shon Davis different questions along with other BSU members/officers that will fall into the lines of how he handled adversity and challenges as an African American, what was he struggling with, how did he come to understand his struggling and find a way out, and what message he has for people who attend the meeting on how to handle adversity.
